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Safety and Traffic Guidelines 

We encourage students to walk or bike to school – there are 
significant health benefits to doing. Walking would also help to 

ensure the safety of our students and reduce traffic congestion 

during busy times. If families insist on driving, we kindly ask 

everyone to follow these important guidelines: 

- Right Turn Only: During peak hours (8:15–8:45 AM and 
2:45–3:15 PM), please remember that only right turns are 

allowed when exiting the school at both the south and west 

exits onto Granville. 

- No Roadside Drop-offs: For the safety of all, please avoid 

dropping off children at the side of the road or on the median 
on Granville and McCallan. 

- Pick Up in the Parking Lot: Please pick up your children 

in the parking lot instead of the drop-off lane to keep the 

flow of traffic moving. 

- Avoid Double Parking 

- Encourage Walking or Biking: If possible, encourage your 

children to walk or bike to school. It’s a great way to 

promote independence and stay active. 

- Drop Off a Few Blocks Away: Consider dropping your 

children off a short distance from the school to help ease 
parking lot congestion. 

- Leave a Few Minutes Early: Giving yourself a little extra 

time can help you avoid the rush and make the drop-off 

process smoother.
